* AKA - Devil, Apollyon, Beelzebub, Belial, Dragon, Enemy, Power
of darkness, Prince of this world, Serpent, Tempter, god of this
world, Wicked One, Prince of the power of the air, angel of light,
Lucifer

* evil in his nature and all his ways are full of sin, lies and death

* All his processes and outcomes are evil.

 cunning, intelligent, powerful, resourceful, perseverant, wicked,
proud, cruel, cowardly, selfish, master deceiver

THE FIRST SACRIFICE FOR SIN

« God took a sacrificial animal (probably a lamb), slew it before the eyes of
Adam and Eve and wrapped the skins about their naked bodies.

* God laid the foundation for animal sacrifices by providing the garments of
skin.

* The only sacrifice God will accept will be His work and His gift. This is the
pattern for all salvation history - a substitutionary death

* The coats of skin represent righteousness provided by Him in which they
could stand in His holy presence.

* God must always provide adequate covering for man to stand before Him
clothed in righteousness.

* The skins were a type of what God provided for us in the imputation of His
righteousness through Jesus Christ.

* Only in Christ is man ever properly clothed.
