(b) Past & Present Performance Analysis (what, why, who, how, where, when)

Compared to others who are "best players" who have "best results" & "best practice" standards

Compared to the organisations' best historical results & its stated vision & goals etc

Look at external trends & their impact on demand and supply for the organisation and for others

Analyse the Current Situation - Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities & Threats (SWOT)

(c) Gap Analysis

Measure the gap between current position & desired future direction

Identify & outline  the cost/benefit scenario  for each possible gap-closing strategic option

Assess the future resource requirements (see below)

Choose the best-fit strategic option(s) re desired direction & resource capability/availability

Map out each strategy and finalise feasibility studies for each

(d) Plans

Revise and agree desired future direction narratives

Make sure goals/objectives are SMART (Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic, Time-bound)
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 Finalise inter-locking plans & budgets (strategic, business, investment attraction,marketing)
